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The origin of this vibrant patterning is rich in diversity. Originally from India, it was later
brought to South Africa by German settlers in 1858. It was a Xhosa women who gave it the
name “Shweshwe’, imitating the swishing sound of the settlers’ skirts as they walked. Now
the shirts’ transformed into patterns with an uniquely African feel that it retains to this day.
